On July 18 Tennesseeôs Governor visited Springbrook Park to hold a press con-
ference announcing two grant awards to the City of Alcoa and the City of Mary-
ville respectively. Alcoa has received a $721,212. transportation alternative grant 
from the Tennessee Department of Transportation to construct 1.6 miles of trail 
and 10 sidewalk extensions for the Alcoa Greenway.  Maryville has received a 
$250,000. grant from the Local Park and Recreation Fund of the Tennessee De-
partment of Environment and Conservation for the renovation of John Sevier 
Swimming Pool. State Representatives Art Swann and Dr. Bob Ramsey and 
State Senator Doug Overbey were in attendance for the announcement. Alcoa 
Mayor Don Mull accepted the check on behalf his city while Maryville Mayor Tom 
Taylor accepted for Maryville. Other officials and employees of both cities, Parks
